Board of Selectmen Special Meeting

November 27, 2007
CALL TO ORDER

The Chester Board of Selectmen held a special meeting on November 27, 2007 at the Chester Town Hall, Chester, CT.  In attendance were First Selectman Tom Marsh, Selectman Bruce Watrous and Selectman Martin Heft.  First Selectman Marsh called the meeting to order at 8:00 a.m.  
MINUTES

Martin Heft moved to accept the minutes from the November 8, 2007 meeting.  Bruce Watrous seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

BUSINESS

Police Staffing
Tom Marsh reported that two interview dates have been established, November 30, 2007 and December 14, 2007.  Three candidates will be interviewed this week and two at the next session.  The interviews will begin at 6:00 p.m.  An oral and written exam will be administered to the candidates.  Trooper Brown, Kyle Seagull and Tom Marsh will make up the Committee.  After the final candidates are interviewed, a round table discussion will commence and the process will move forward.  The Committee plans to have someone in place sometime in February.  

Bridge Update
Wig Hill Bridge – Tom reported that a contractor (Atlas Fence) is lined up to install the guardrail.  Jacobson will be on site to outline placement.  Standard Demolition Services is doing the final back fill and will pave.  

Dock Road Bridge – Tom distributed the bid information.  Parker Construction received both removal and installation of the bridge.  The point work on the abutments has been completed.  We await the availability of the materials.  They have all been ordered.  Hopefully, work will begin the first week in January.  Tom reported that the road will be closed between two and five days depending on the condition of the I beams.  

Tom forwarded a letter to the BOS from Jacobson outlining the process for the permanent replacement of the bridge.  They have scheduled the test borings to determine what is underneath.  This will determine the type of bridge to be used.  

Truck Update
Tom reported that 2 bid packages were received regarding the truck.  There was a base fee to set up the truck and a bid for the parts.  Sanitary Equipment Services and Rose were the bids received.  Rose Equipment was the overall low cost.  We have asked Rose to send us a confirmed list of items per John’s specifications.  The cost to purchase the plow with the cab and chassis is less than purchasing from either contractor.  This item will be taken off the bid list.  The anticipated availability date is late February early March.
The current mason dump is in good shape. Work was done on it last year.  John does not have concerns with this truck making it through the majority of the winter.  

Old Police Car – Tom reported that this vehicle is at the garage.  The town will dispose of the car if the new recruit does not need it.  It is not being offered up front, but the use of the vehicle in a “package deal” is not off the table.

BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS
Conservation Commission
Tom thanked Martin and the Democratic Town Committee for the list of candidates for the Conservation Commission.  
Lee Sharp and Peter Auster are interested in serving again, Christine Nelson is not.   

Martin Heft moved to re-appoint Peter Auster and Lee Sharp to the Conservation Commission.  Bruce Watrous seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

Tree Warden
Jerry LeMark is willing to serve in this capacity again.
Bruce Watrous moved to appoint Jerry LeMark as Tree Warden.  Martin Heft seconded the motion.  The motion passed.

Internet Coordinator
Martin Heft moved to appoint Rudy Urban as Internet Coordinator.  Bruce Watrous seconded the motion.  The motion passed.
The web page was re-done by Larry and Dean however, Rudy posts the information.  Tom reported that there is $1,500 in the budget for web site maintenance.  Dean has not been paid, he volunteers to do the “little things”; however, for any major overhauls, they will be paid.
